reimbursement in accordance with N.J.A.C 6A: 23A-7.3, to a maximum expenditure of $ 45,140.00 for the 
2024-2025 school year. 

 
  BE IT RESOLVED, that the Audubon Board of Education includes in the proposed budget the 

adjustment for banked cap in accordance with N.J.A.C 6A:23A-10.1(b).  The district has fully exhausted all 
eligible statutory spending authority and must increase the base budget in the amount of $ 94,079.00.00 for 
the purpose of adjustment for increase in health care costs. The district intends to complete said purposes 
by June 2025. 

 
  BE IT RESOLVED, that the Audubon Board of Education includes in the proposed budget the 

adjustment for increased costs of Health Benefits in the amount of $ 144,207.00.  The additional funds will 
be used to pay for the additional increases in health benefit premiums.
